Volunteer and Community Service Scholarship

Guidelines

1. The Shelbyville Moonshiners Inc. finances will be reviewed annually to determine if 
sufficient funds beyond regular expenses exist to provide the scholarship; should 
finances in their judgement be inadequate, no scholarship will be awarded for the 
current year. 

  
2. Scholarship amount shall be $250. 
  
3. The scholarship check shall be made out to the school and sent to the registrar's office 

of the institution the recipient is attending, (i.e. Junior College, Community College, 
Technical School, or University). 

  
4. Scholarship funds must be used for the summer or fall enrollment immediately 

following high school graduation unless a hardship has occurred.  The Shelbyville 
Moonshiners Inc. Scholarship Committee will review this situation and their decision is 
final. 

  
5. Students should be graduating seniors with an equivalent of a 6.0 grade point average. 
  
6. Students must list Volunteer/Community Service they have completed (i.e. Church,     

4-H, Civic group, etc.). 
  
7. Students must list all memberships in school related organizations, (i.e. Honor Society, 

FFA, Student Council, etc). 
  
8. Students must list all extracurricular activities, (i.e. Band, Sports, etc.) 
  
9. Students must list job experience (i.e. after school, summer, etc.) 
  
10. Students must complete an essay on, "Why volunteer/community service is important 

to you and the local community. (See application) 
  
11. Application must be in the Guidance Counselors Office by the end of March.
